As he watched the lamps, their swings became shorter and shorter. But he
found that each swing of the lamps took the same time. As he was very
interested, he could not stop watching the lamps.

As soon as he came home, he took some stones and cords and studied their
swings. He found the same thing in this study, too. When the cords had the
same length, each swing took the same time. He found the law of swinging.
He also found that the stone on a short cord made swings faster than the
stone on a long cord.

In those days people didn't know that they could use Galileo's law of
swinging to make a clock. But about a hundred years later, they began to
make new kinds of clocks by using the law. Many people saw the swinging
lamps in the church, but no one else thought of the law of swinging. Galileo
did that.
